“I’d definitely have to say breakfast is our staple,” Kerr said,
adding customers come in for breakfast and then see other items
and then come back for those — such as the ribs they offer dur-
ing the summer months.

While Kerr has been at the location for two years, the
popular eatery has been there for 23. Plans are now in the
works for a remodel, though a timetable has yet to be set.

Kerr said he wants to thank the community for voting Bob
Evans Best Breakfast. “Keep coming back and keep us part of
your family,” he said.
